BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF THE PROJECT: Whitebark and lodgepole pine stands were selected in Idaho and Montana to test verbenone’s effectiveness in preventing MPB attacks.  LPP stands were selected on the Sawtooth NF in central ID and Deerlodge NF in western MT.  WBP (individual trees) were selected on the Idaho Panhandle NF.  Treatments were installed in June ’02; evaluations completed in September/October ‘02.


Data analysis will soon be completed and the report written by early 2003.
